EDGE BANDING

LightBeton is suitable for edge-banding machinery and 
looks authentic with bevels. The corresponding edge is 
available for any product.

The 1.5mm thick LightBeton panel is suitable for 
surfaces	and	edges.	Due	to	different	feeding	angles	
on automatic edgebanding machines, the edges are 
exposed	to	different	wear	conditions.	Because	of	the	
fiber	glass	matrix	on	the	backing,	the	LightBeton	edge	
is	only	bendable	to	a	certain	extent.	The	edge’s	flexibility	
can be improved through warming it up with a heating 
rail or through an electrical heat press. The LightBeton 
edges can be adhered with any standard hot-melt 
adhesives.

Regarding LightBeton Anthracite, we recommend 
covering the surface with paper as it has a matt surface

TOOLS REQUIRED

LightBeton® can be processed with all the standard carbide tools used in the woodworking industry. To cut 
the material saw blades with alternating teeth are preferably used. For optimum cutting and milling results 
as well as a longer tool life, the cutting speed and feed rate should be matched accordingly.

MILLING, BEVELLING AND 
ROUNDING

The panels that are provided with 
a 1.5 mm homogeneous concrete 
covering layer on both sides are easy 
to machine, e.g. for milling/shaping, 
bevelling and producing roundings.
